From the Board Meeting of: AUGUST 25, 2008

Daily Physical Activity: A brief report was provided to the Board of Education on the Ministry requirements for
thirty minutes of daily physical activity. In elementary schools, teachers will utilize a 15-minute block of time in the
timetable for daily physical activity and an additional 15 minutes from a variety of activities. Students will utilize a
P.A.L. (Physical Activity Log) to record their daily physical activities. Secondary schools will use the process de-
scribed in the written report supplied in the agenda. School staff will continue to work out the details of implemen-
tation at both the elementary and secondary levels.

Out-of-Province Field Trips: The Board approved an out-of-province Field Trip for Valleyview Secondary School.
The field trip is for 6 leadership students to travel to Summerside, PEI, for a National Leadership Conference.
Summer School Report: Assistant Superintendent Spina provided a brief report on this year's summer school held
at South Kamloops Secondary School. It was attended by approximately 336 students. All went well and a more
detailed report will follow.

Vandalism Report: Director Art McDonald provided a report on vandalism and graffiti at our schools over the past
five years. There is an increase in the amount of graffiti and the resulting costs associated with repair.

Tranquille Valley School: The Board approved a Motion to remove the portables referred to as Tranquille Valley
School. Portables will be removed and used for other purposes.

Summer Work Projects: The Board received a report on Capital Grant summer work projects. Many projects

are completed and some are still in progress. A more formal report will be presented to the Board at the
September 22, 2008, Board meeting.

Children who have outgrown their forward-facing child seat must use a booster seat until they are 9 years old unless they have
reached the height of 145 cm (4'9”) tall.

All drivers must ensure all children in their vehicle who are over 18 kg (40 Ib.) use a booster seat until they reach the age/height
specified above.

Look for alabel that says the booster seat complies with Canadian Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (CMV SS).

Seat belts are designed to fit adults.

Without a booster seat, the incorrect positioning of the lap belt can cause spinal and/or internal injuriesin acrash.

If your child is over 18 kg (40 Ib.), abooster seat will correctly position the vehicle seat belt over the child’s shoulder, across the
chest and hips, significantly reducing the risk of injury and/or death.

You must keep your child in abooster seat until their 9th birthday unlessthey have reached the height of 145 cm (4'9") tall.

Always follow the manufacturer’sinstructions and read your vehicle owner’s manual.
